
Boynedale Bushca mp is a basic bush 
camping facility, providing composting toilets, 

fire rings, and some shelters. Campers are 
permitted to stay up to 7 days within a 30 day 

period. Dogs are a llowed but must be controlled. 
Basic boat access is provided. 

Note: No running water is provided, campers must 
bring their own. Also note that the roads are 

unsealed and may become boggy in wet weather. 

As lake Awoonga is a wildlife sanctuary, a 'no dogs or 

cats' policy Is part of our conditions of entry. 
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LOCATION 
Lake Awoonga is located 30 minutes from Gladstone in Central 

Queensland, and less than 1 0 minutes from Benaraby. Most 
roads are sealed and suitable for towing a boat or caravan. 

(Note: access road to Boynedale Bushcamp is unsealed)
